Ç All children can be effectively taught.

Ç Early intervention is key.

Ç Delivery of instruction should be multi - tiered.

ÇWhen making decisions, use a problem - solving method.

Ç In order to inform instruction, monitor student progress 
frequently .

Ç Utilize data to make decisions.

Ç Use assessments to screen all children in order to 
identify those not making progress at expected rates, to 
diagnose what children can and cannot do in important 
academic and behavioral domains, and to monitor 
progress to determine if academic or behavioral 
interventions are producing desired effects.
